The Alabama Faith Council (AFC) works to 

build ecumenical and interfaith relationships 

in Alabama and to empower people of faith 

to speak individually and together on issues 

of mutual concern within the state.  The AFC 

is committed to broaden its understanding 

of diversity within its communities, while 

enabling all to explore the fullness of their 

faith, culture and traditions.  It seeks to 

promote unity, peace, and equality through 

interfaith cooperation that is mutually 

respectful and just. 

     In 2003 several Christian churches met at 

the invitation of Henry Parsley, the Episcopal 

Bishop of Alabama, and agreed to create a 

sustained partnership involving top leaders and 

lay people from diverse faiths to nurture 

ecumenical relationships and respond faithfully 

to social issues of the state.   

     The AFC was established to facilitate 

relationship-building between the leaders of 

Alabamaôs many faith communities to work 

together on social issues according to mutual 

principles, in partnership with local and state 

resource organizations.

AFC Membership is open to all people from the many 

faiths within our state. 

The Faith Leadership Council is composed of clergy 

representatives from faith communities around the 

state that support the purpose and principles of the 

AFC.  Deepening the relationship with active members 

and expanding representation among faith communities 

is the primary goal of the council.   

The Steering Committee is an Advisory Board made up 

of voting representatives from the membership of the 

Faith Leadership Council and any interested individual, 

organization, congregation or faith community.  The 

Steering Committee advises the faith leaders, identify 

issues of concern, gather resources and review position 

statements for approval by the Faith Leadership Council.   

Workgroups research issues and draft position 

statements for review by the Steering Committee and 

approval by the Faith Leadership Council. Made up of 

clergy and laypersons, meetings are open to anyone 

interested in the issues.
